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Bach’s two volumes of Das Wohltemperirte Clavier (The Well-Tempered Clavier) are often be compared as “the Old Testament” in the Classical Music. These sets were inspired by the newly invented equal -temperament tuning system of which the octave is divided into twelve equal semitones so any modulation is possible. Each volume of the Well-Tempered Clavier contains twenty-four preludes and fugues in all major and minor key in ascending chromatic order. 
This D minor prelude opens with a static, repeated tonic note in the bass that, joins in a beat later on top, is a series of sixteenth-triplets melody. Once the melody starts it ventures across the keyboard until it reaches the climax where the diminished 7ths features.

The fugue is a three-voiced one. The subject is a simple ascending scale, which is followed by a leap of sixth and a trill. This characterized subject undergoes count-point manipulations such as inversions and various kinds of strettos while modulating at the same time. The fugue closes with an organ-like chordal ending.
